Just four months ago, those doors shut,
and we were no longer allowed to visit, due to new
prison regulations.

there weekly and pray at the gates, but continued to
be turned away. A few weeks ago, they felt that God
was opening an even bigger door there. So they went
to visit the leader of the prison, and invited him to
come and look at our business model. He came for a
visit, and was impressed with both the workshop set
up, and the excellent working conditions for the girls.
He recognised a couple of the women who had
previously been in his prison and was pleased to see
how well they were doing. Since we are now an official
registered business, he asked if we would want to
make an official contract with the prison, so that he
could send women to Eden as they were released!
Also, he would now give our local team free passes to
enter the prison any time they wanted to interview
girls. He has plans already to release 20 girls to our
shelter sometime next month.

250 Christmas gifts handed out!

For our Christmas outreach this past
December, we passed out gifts in a new area,
which gave us a good opportunity to share
the meaning of Christmas and meet new
contacts for our work. We also returned to
Hui Du, where they know us from previous
years and we were taken into all kinds of
alleys and back rooms where girls were
waiting for customers. Again we got to hand
out gifts and share the meaning of Christmas.
The next evening we had a Christmas
celebration at the shelter, singing carols,
playing games and enjoying a nice dinner.

At the end of 2009, God gave us a blueprint for the coming year through a very unexpected source. While watching
the movie Schindler’s List, we saw how God placed Oscar Schindler in a position where he was able to rescue many
Jews out of the horror of imprisonment through offering them legitimate jobs in his factory. We feel this is our vision
for 2010. Our target is to rescue 50 girls out of the horror of trafficking and forced prostitution, through having a
legitimate jewelry factory. Amazingly, after only two months of sharing the vision with others, we have now received
funding necessary for the factory, and a bigger apartment to house 20 girls. We still need funding for our young

single mothers and teenager apartment.

Where we really need more prayer and your continued support is in the sales of our jewelry. All of our girls are paid
salary out of these sales, and we are trusting God to expand that part of our work in a great way this year. You can
buy our jewelry online at www.edenchina.org, or host an Eden Evening of Hope in your home to sell the jewelry.
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
